Mark Ginsburg emerged as a saxophonist of note in Cape Town, where he frequently performed at popular jazz venues as well as
performing in shows, television programs and on tours. Since migrating to Australia, Mark has performed and collaborated
extensively with vocalist Judy Campbell. Mark completed a Bachelor of Music in Jazz Performance at the Sydney Conservatorium
in 2003, and is one of the founding members of Judy Campbell’'s MOSAIC, contributing compositions and arrangements for the
band.

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Two pianos, four hands to take on the world

Olga Rademan and André Petersen have been
crowned mistress and master of the keys after
winning the 2009 SAMRO Overseas Scholarships
competition.

Rademan, 21, who is currently completing her BMus in
Performance at the University of Cape Town, walked off
with a R160 000 scholarship in the Western Art Music
category for her suite of performances that included
Scarlatti’s Sonata in E Major and Ravel’s La Valse , as
well as two pieces by South African composers Hendrik
Hofmeyr and Roelof Temmingh. The award, as well as a
R10 000 travel allowance, will enable this gifted young
classical pianist to study towards a postgraduate
qualification at an accredited international music
institution.

On the night of the finals, UNISA’s ZK Matthews Hall
was also swinging to the smooth sounds of Petersen, 31,
who clinched the Jazz/Popular Music scholarship to the
same value. Petersen is already an accomplished jazz
pianist who has taught and performed widely in South
Africa and abroad, particularly in Scandinavia.

He dazzled the adjudicators with one of his own
compositions, Cape Doctor (for Robbie Jansen), as well
as Antonio Carlos Jobim's Agua de Beber and Bud
Powell's Hallucinations . Paul Hanmer’'s Simple Song ,
specially commissioned by SAMRO Endowment for the
National Arts as a quick-study test-piece for the final
round of the prestigious scholarships competition,
completed his quartet of performances.

The assembled music-lovers at the ZK Matthews Hall
were treated to outstanding performances by the two
winners as well as the two runners-up, who each receive
R40 000: Gareth Edward Ross , 23, in the Western Art
Music genre; and Bokani Dyer , also 23, in the
Jazz/Popular Music category. The panellists no doubt had
a tough time choosing the winners, as consensus was that
the renditions were of an extremely high calibre.

Judging by the manner in which both Ross and Dyer
electrified the audience with their skill, energy and
interpretation of the various compositions, it is clear that
both have exciting futures ahead of them in the music
industry. Dyer is the prodigiously talented son of jazz
musician Steve Dyer, and looks set to make a similarly
significant mark on the music world, with a debut album

due for release soon. He nabbed the prize for best
performance of a prescribed work in his category.

Ross, who completed his BMus in Performance cum
laude at the University of Pretoria, has been accepted at
the San Francisco Conservatory of Music to do a Masters
of Music degree and will hopefully return to shake up the
South African music scene with his dramatic and arresting
playing style. He walked off with two awards during the
final round — for best performance of a prescribed work
and the SAMRO/Fisher Award in the Western Art genre.

Three University of KwaZulu-Natal graduates also secured
prizes in the Jazz/Popular Music genre: the merit award
went to Sibusiso Mashiloane , 25; Roland Moses , 32,
won the Fisher Award; and Nathi Shongwe , 27, went
home with the SAMRO/De Waal Study Award.

In the Western Art Music category, University of
Stellenbosch student Winand Grundling , 21, collected a
merit award; and Esthea Kruger , 23, also from Maties,
shagged the R30 000 SAMRO/Flink Study Award.

Altogether, the scholarships, runner-up prizes and
bequests total almost R500 000 — making the SAMRO
Overseas Scholarships one of the richest music education
prizes in Africa. Since its inception in 1962, the
competition has launched the career of many a South
African music star.

Drummer Ayanda Sikade , who won the competition in
2004, accompanied the jazz contestants on the night
alongside bassist extraordinaire Victor Masondo . One of
the 2007 winners in the singing category, Monique
Hellenberg , sang a medley of hits by SAMRO writers
arranged by Mike Campbell .

SAMRO Corporate Affairs Manager André le Roux
commented that “this has been one of the best
competitions we've had for keyboardists” and SAMRO
CEO Nicholas Motsatse concurred, saying that “every
year the standard of competition gets higher”.

Motsatse added that the SAMRO Overseas
Scholarships afforded young musicians the valuable
opportunity to be exposed to different styles, cultures and
ways of doing things in the international music arena.
“Growth comes through cross-pollination, and they can
then come home and share what they have learned.”

A special award was given to panellist Diane Coutts , in
recognition of a lifetime of devotion to excellence in music.
Accompanists Melvin Peters and Elna van der Merwe
were also honoured for their service to the SAMRO
Overseas competition over the years.
