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This year’s Standard Bank National Youth Jazz Faktttracted the largest number of student paditis in its
16-year history, with 320 students from aroundabentry traveling to Grahamstown for six days, @itto
audition for the national bands or just to meet jagers and benefit from the jazz musicians arnthtya
assembled.

The growth at the SBNYJF is a clear indication thate is growth throughout the country in jazzceadion,
through formal and informal institutions. It is alslear, though, that there is much still to beedonproviding
infrastructure and jazz education opportunitiesyfmung players. Whilst most of the students attegdire
products of established youth jazz programmesetivere many who made their own way there withosistence
from teachers or institutions.

Grahamstown has proven to be a good locality femiational festival, as it is almost equally dificfor everyone
to get to, which means that the festival has nigrigorey to accusations of provincialism such asil be
possible if it was in one of the bigger centresl$b piggy-backs the National Arts Festival withaudience of
140 000, thus providing a ready-made audiencenfodazz Festival that could not easily be replicateewhere
for a youth festival.

The elision of the SBNYJF with the Main Jazz Stafjthe National Arts Festival since 2004, alongwihe
extended support from Standard Bank that it erttalas bolstered what the SBNYJF can offer studéritas
particularly meant that the festival is able tangrin a substantial range of teachers and perfarifnem around the
country, who interact with each other and perfouty more importantly from an SAJE perspective,abie to
offer young players a host of jazz role models ideds on jazz. It is also an ideal opportunityrfetworking

within the South African jazz education fraternity.

The SBNYJF has as its central intention the devatat of South African jazz, but has also managet the past
couple of years to attract numerous foreign musgend teachers, producing an exciting internakiaiba in
Grahamstown. This has led to the extension of nédsvior South African musicians, and many musiciaage
travelled overseas as a direct result of meetingdssh, Dutch, Swiss or US musicians in Grahamstdiras also
given South African youth players a sense of sofivehat is happening elsewhere in the world. Centrdhis has
been our acquisition of funding from European fugdsources to cover the travel costs and feesreigio
musicians.

This internationalism began in 2002 with the vigitAJE past President Dennis Tini and Chris Csllirom
Detroit, who covered their own costs and have ey supportive of the festival over an extendedogpke
Significant assistance came with the award of fogdiy the South African and Swedish governmentsifior
exchange programme 2004-2007 between the SBNY JEharstockholm Jazz Orchestra, which covered tB&sco
of Swedish musicians in Grahamstown for three yaadstours to Sweden for the National Youth Jazzd8aWe
are hoping to be able to offer an extended exchprggramme in the future, as the past three years henefited
a large number of young South African musicians.

Also in place are exchange programmes with Dutdnwegian and Swiss organisations, and we hopeve ha
some exciting announcements soon in this regatt, passible foreign tours for future national bantfe have
had an in creasing foreign youth presence in Gralasm and have already had applications from Gdargouth
bands for participation in the SBNYJF 2008, thotlgk will need to be carefully vetted to ensure thie do not
accept foreign students in place of South Africans.

This year saw the first substantial group of Zimlsaén youth jazz musicians attending the SBNYJH) asit 11-
piece band, Jazz Sensations, traveling from Hafdrey were showcased on the Main Stage and todkrptre
workshop programme. It might be worthwhile for SAdEnvestigate possible assistance for young fazgicians
of the southern African region to be incorporatedur regional jazz growth as there is much talesbuntries
such as Mozambique, Zimbabwe, Zambia and Botswautdittle infrastructure to assist in youth dey@ieent.

Two national bands are chosen each year in Grabamstthe Standard Bank National Youth Jazz BandJ®)
and the Standard Bank National Schools Big BandB@B)SThe band members are chosen on stringentiandit
from the 320 young musicians from around Southo&fniwho come to the festival.

The increasing quality of the NSBB indicates thghlschools around the country are genuinely tewcjsizz
skills, and there is a pleasing gender, ethnicgemdjraphical spread.
